Dear Parish Family, 
 
I was listening to talk back radio this week, something I don’t normally do, and heard a new word 
that is being utilized to describe elements of our friendship relationships. The word was ‘framily’ 
which the commentator defined as ‘those people who are so close to you that whilst not sharing 
a bond by marriage, blood or adoption are as close as the closest member of your family’. They 
become family by choice and are important members of the inner network of people who stand 
by us regardless of what else might be going on. I guess the pivotal element was by choice. As 
they say you can’t choose your family but according to the radio announcer you can choose your 
‘framily’. Our closest and dearest we trust forgive us in our weakness, welcome us home when we 
stray, and stand by us to face the world. 
 
The word has, to be honest, grown on me over the course of the week, so much so that I used it 
this week in a homily at a funeral. A huge number of very close friends had turned out to support 
the grieving members of the deceased’s family and who had in actuality journeyed through some 
very difficult moments together. A close knit community of support that had stood shoulder to 
shoulder through illness, tragedy, retirement and family setbacks. At the end they had emerged 
as close as family. I thought the term ‘framily’ summed up remarkably well the network in the 
church. 
 
We might not use the word necessarily to describe what we have. I think we have a lovely word 
called ‘Church’ that says something very similar. Or you might prefer the ‘body of Christ’, or the 
‘people of God’. All of which have the same intimate overtones. It is a group of people called not 
by birth or marriage to be together but by the bond of adoption as sons and daughters of God 
forged in the waters of baptism. What might make us ‘framily’ is that we choose freely to be 
church and to stand shoulder to shoulder through not only the joys and graces that come from 
being together but also those moments which more often define our relationship together, the 
tragedies of illness, loss and death. The sacramental life shapes how we do that but again it is an 
invitation to be part of that sacramental life that we freely and without (too much) reservation 
accept. 
 
It is a sharing of life together that we don’t choose lightly and which we should not take for grant-
ed. It is easy not to fully appreciate all that we have together. No one should feel that they have to 
face life alone. The network should be strong enough and the bonds tough enough for all to feel 
welcome and wanted. It takes work but for those who have experienced what our ‘framily’ can be 
fully like will attest, it is worth the effort!
